How we write history is often reflective of
the viewpoints of the elite few who hold
the pen—until the conventional narrative
is challenged by inspired individuals.
Moderated by African American Studies
professor and Fulbright alumna Dr.
Kalenda Eaton, the event explored Dr.
Franklin's life, including his pivotal work,
From Slavery to Freedom (1947), which
forever cemented the integral role of Black
Americans in U.S. history. The panelists for
this event were historian and son of Dr.
Franklin, John Whittington Franklin,
and Fulbright alumna, American
Studies professor, and former

personal assistant to Dr. Franklin, Dr.
Nishani Frazier.

Starting in August
and throughout 2022, seven awarded
grantees are building on their initial
ACAG activity and growing their idea
into a second follow-on project. The
seven finalist projects focus on grass-
roots capacity building, addressing
disparities in public health, education,
and community development in Iraq,
Jordan, Morocco, and Yemen.
